Under EC Regulations European Visitors should produce an EHIC to
access free healthcare that is clinically necessary

This leaflet has been compiled for permanent residents of European Economic Area Member States
and Switzerland visiting the UK who require medically necessary hospital treatment during that visit.

® Visitors from EEA member states* should show a valid European
Health Insurance Card to access free healthcare

¢ This entitles them to reduced cost, or free treatment for
conditions that need to be treated during the visit which cannot
wait for treatment until return home

e Planned treatment needs to be arranged separately through your
home country’s healthcare system

e If you do not have an EHIC with you then apply through your
home country’s healthcare system immediately for a Provisional
Replacement Certificate

e If you cannot show either an EHIC or PRC you may be liable to
pay for treatment although you might get a refund from your
home country’s healthcare system on your return

EHIC Requirement under EC Regulations

Like all other EEA Member States, the UK now requires evidence of a valid EHIC for access to reduced
cost or, sometimes free, state healthcare, which becomes necessary during a visit. This is in line with
EC regulations.

The National Health Service primarily provides healthcare for people who live in the United Kingdom.
So please make sure you have a valid EHIC card ready to show admission staff.
